ORDER TO SETTLEMENT CONFERENCE

Mediation is a mandatory but non-binding settlement conference, conducted with the assistance of the Mediator.  Mediation is private, confidential and privileged from process and discovery.  The Mediator is ordered to advise the Court if the parties fail to schedule and attend Mediation by _____________.  Upon completion of the Mediation, the Mediator is directed to advise this Court when the process was completed, whether the parties and their counsel appeared as ordered, and whether a settlement resulted.  The Mediator shall not be a witness nor may the Mediator's records be subpoenaed or used as evidence.  No subpoenas, citations, writs, or other process shall be served at or near the location of any mediation sessions, upon any person entering, leaving or attending any mediation session.

Fees for the mediation are to be divided and borne equally by the parties unless agreed otherwise, and shall be paid by the parties directly to the Mediator, and be taxed as costs.  Each party and their counsel will be bound by the Rules for Mediation, and shall complete the information forms as are furnished by the Mediator.

Named parties shall be present during the entire mediation process and each corporate party must be represented by an executive officer with authority to negotiate a settlement.
Referral to mediation is not a substitute for trial and the case will be tried if not settled.

Absence of Counsel and Parties may result in the Court imposing appropriate Sanctions as may be warranted by law.
