DETERMINATION OF INCOMPETENCY 


THE DEFENDANT, _________________, stands charged by Information in the above styled and numbered cause with an offense against the laws of the State of Texas. 1. Sufficient ability to consult with her attorney with a reasonable degree of rational understanding.

2. A rational, as well as, factual understanding of the proceedings against him.

THEREFORE, the attorney for the State of Texas and the attorney for the defendant, hereby jointly move the court to commit the defendant to a mental health facility, under Article 46B.073 C.C.P., where he may obtain appropriate treatment, to be returned to ___________ County at such time he has been deemed competent to answer the offenses against him.
